LNG Legislation Sent To Governor

BOSTON - After receiving initial approval by both the House and the Senate last week, House Bill 5090,
which would prohibit large LNG tankers from navigating the state’s waterways without a safety and security zone
and from passing through bridges without significant clearance, received final enactment in the Senate today and
was sent to the Governor for his approbation. “This legislation imposes restrictions and limitations on whom and
what can navigate our waterways” said Senator Joan Menard (D-Fall River), who led the effort in the Senate.
“This is a major roadblock in our ongoing fight to keep a liquefied natural gas import facility out of our city”

“This was a tremendous legislative feat to give our people the level of public safety that they are entitled
to” added Rep. Robert Correia (D-Fall River), who enacted the bill in the House of Representatives last Monday.
“If signed by the Governor this bill will close Weavers Cove.”

The legislation’s effects are two-fold. First, the bill prohibits an LNG vessel’s passage through a bridge if
does not have at least 185 feet of vertical clearance, or 250 feet of horizontal clearance. Second, the bill takes
measures to protect citizens of the commonwealth and its assets by prohibiting people, wharves, piers, docks,
bulkheads, and waterfront facilities from being in LNG safety and security zones.
